A young reporter is writing a news article about  the "Average 
Woman."  A Society girl convinces him that she exactly fits the 
description! 
 
BABES IN THE WOODS (1917) 4 D D C 
(Dir. Charles Franklin) 
A delightful version of the Hansel and Gretel story portrayed by 
child actors in all the roles. 
 
BATTLING ORIOLES (1924) 4 D D C 
(Dir. Hal Roach; With  Glenn Tryon, Blanche Mehaffey) 
The story of the once-famous scrappy baseball Orioles who are now 
grumpy old men.  Glenn brings them back to life when he needs help 
to rescue his girl! 
 
BEAU BRUMMEL (1924) 8 H H E 
(With JOHN BARRYMORE, MARY ASTOR) 
The story of the famous English dandy, at one time the confidante of 
royalty, who ends his days in poverty and madness. 
 
BELLS, THE (1926) 6 F F D 
(Dir. James Young; With BORIS KARLOFF, LIONEL 
BARRYMORE) 
A chiller, in which a murderer is haunted by sleighbells which 
accompanied a murder in a snowstorm.

(With JOHN BARRYMORE, MARCELINE  DAY,  Mack Swain, 
Slim Summerville) 
Francois Villon, the great patriot, poet and lover, helps the King of 
France (Conrad Veidt) in his struggles against the machinations of 
the Duke of Burgundy.

(With J.B. Warner, Elinor Faire) 
A Texas cowboy falls for a Mexican senorita. Complications appear 
in the form of a sort of western Ku-Klux-Klan gang of night riders.  
Mucho action in a very rare western feature. 
 
BIRTH OF A NATION, THE   (See D.W. Griffith Films) 
 
BLIND HUSBANDS (1919) 7 G G E 
(Dir. ERICH VON STROHEIM) 
A mordant study of marital relationships and human frailty. This is 
the film which  established  Von Stroheim as a famous director. 
 
 

 
BLOOD AND SAND (1922) 7 G G E 
(Dir. by Fred Niblo; With RUDOLPH VALENTINO, LILA LEE, 
NITA NALDI) 
The story of a great matador, his "sacred" and "profane" loves and 
his struggle for success in the bullrings of Spain.

BLOOD AND STEEL (1925) 5 E E D 
(Dir. J.P. McGowan; With Helen Holmes, William Desmond) 
The railroad tycoon's daughter and the construction foreman  are 
involved in a wild train ride at the thrilling climax of this exciting 
film. 
 
BLOT, THE (1921) 7 G G E 
(Dir. LOIS WEBER;  With  CLAIRE WINDSOR, LOUIS 
CALHERN.) 
An extremely rare film by the talented but unsung woman director.  
It's a beautifully-acted and produced story about an impoverished 
professor and his family and their trials and tribulations.  The print 
quality is superb. 
 
BLUE BLAZES RAWDEN (1918) 5 E E D 
(With WILLIAM S. HART) 
A different kind of film  for Hart....not so much a "Western" as a 
"Northern,"  in which he plays a tough lumberjack who takes over 
ownership of a saloon by killing  the villainous owner in a shootout 
in a darkened room! 
 
BRAVEHEART (1925) 5 E E D 
(Dir.  Alan Hale; With Rod La Rocque) 
A young Indian  tries to adapt to the white man's world but succeeds 
only in alienating his own people. He eventually renounces his love 
for a white woman and returns to his people as their leader. 
 
BURLESQUE ON CARMEN  (1916)     3 C C C 
(Dir. by CHARLES CHAPLIN; With Charlie Chaplin, Edna 
Purviance, Ben Turpin) 
Chaplin plays Darn Hosiery, with Edna as the vamp, Carmen, and 
Ben Turpin as a smuggler.

BUSHER, THE (1919) 4 D D C 
(Prod. by Thomas Ince; Dir. by Jerome Storm; With COLLEEN 
MOORE, JOHN GILBERT, CHARLES RAY) 
A young hick ballplayer gets a chance to play in the majors. 
Developing a swelled head, he forgets his small-town friends and 
finds himself on the skids. 
He redeems himself by winning the big local game at the last minute. 
 
CAT AND THE CANARY, THE 7 G G - 
(1927)(Dir. Paul Leni;   With Laura La Plante) 
At last....  A beautiful- quality, complete version of this film, 
containing the footage missing from previously-available versions. It 
is one of the best examples of the Hollywood silent horror film genre, 
as purveyed by the Gothic setting, mood and story.

CHAPTER IN HER LIFE, A (1923) 6 F F D 
(Dir. LOIS WEBER; ) 



One of the incredibly rare features by the talented and prolific female  
director of the '20's.     A family's unhappy relationships are 
transformed when a young girl enters the household.  This could 
have been mawkish and over-sentimental, but the director's ability 
created a delightful film from the story. 
 
CIVILIZATION (1916) 6 F F D 
(Produced by THOMAS INCE) 
One of the most famous, important (and rare!) historical films by the 
pioneer producer.  It's an anti-war film, detailing the causes and 
results of such bloody conflicts. 
 
CLASH OF THE WOLVES (1925) 5 E E D 
(With RIN-TIN-TIN, CHARLES FARRELL, JUNE MARLOWE) 
A man befriends a wounded wolf, then tames him with love and care.   
The film  has an hilarious scene, where the wolf is brought to town 
disguised in a beard and boots! 
 
CLAW, THE (1927) 5 E E D 
(Dir. Sidney Olcott; With Claire Windsor, Norman Kerry) 
The story of a young British wastrel who, when rejected by the girl 
he loves, goes off to the wilds of Africa to prove his manhood. 
 
COLLEGE (1927) 6 F F D 
(With BUSTER KEATON, Ann Cornwall, Snitz Edwards, Harold 
Goodwin, Grant Withers) 
Buster is a failure at every college sport he tries out for.... until his 
girl is endangered. He then becomes a whirlwind, utilizing every 
muscle until he rescues her!

COMING OF AMOS, THE (1925) 5 E E D 
(With JETTA GOUDAL, ROD LA ROCQUE, NOAH BEERY) 
Amos, a naive Australian sheepherder, visits the French Riviera and 
falls in love  with an exiled Russian countess (Goudal).   She is 
kidnapped by the villain (Beery)  and taken to a dungeon in his 
castle.  She is later rescued by Amos, after enduring a thrilling sword 
battle with the villain. 
 
CRADLE OF COURAGE, THE (1920)  5 E  E
 D 
(With WILLIAM S. HART) 
A very offbeat role for Hart, who plays a San Francisco hoodlum 
who reforms when he returns home from World War I.  He becomes 
a cop, (to the distress of his white-haired old mother, who throws him 
out!) and eventually finds himself in conflict with his old gang, now 
led by an old friend (Tom Santschi.)  How he copes with his reversal 
of character makes for a great story! 
 
CYCLONE CAVALIER, THE (1925) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Albert Rogell; With Reed Howes, Carmelita Geraghty) 
Reed Howes was a former male model who made himself a career as 
an actor in the Douglas Fairbanks tradition of athletic agility. 
In this film, he prevents a revolution in a Latin American country, 
proves his ability to his cynical businessman father, and wins the girl, 
the daughter of the country's Presidente. 
 
DANCER'S PERIL, THE (1917) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Travers Vale; With ALICE BRADY, MONTAGUE LOVE) 
This is another "lost" film which has recently come back to light and 
reduced from a 35mm nitrate print. 
When a pre-revolutionary Russian aristocrat secretly marries a 
commoner, fear of the Tsar's displeasure drives the wife into exile in 
Paris, leaving her baby behind to be brought up without knowledge 
of her true parents.  The child grows up to be a ballerina, and 
eventually comes to Paris on a tour.  A local Russian bureaucrat tries 
to seduce her, but she is saved when her mother shoots him at the last 

moment.  The father, also visiting Paris, is then reconciled with his 
wife. 
 
DANCING MOTHERS (1926) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Herbert Brenon; With CLARA BOW, ALICE JOYCE, 
Conway Tearle, Donald Keith) 
Clara Bow plays a spoiled young flapper who, together with her dad, 
neglects her mother. They are both surprised when the worm turns, 
.... and mother starts to have her own fun! 
 
DAUGHTERS OF EVE (19-?) 6 F F D 
(With ANNY ONDRA) 
Anny Ondra was one of Germany's leading silent stars, who 
eventually married boxing star Max Schmeling.  
This is the story of a showgirl-vamp who leads men astray, but 
eventually finds a nasty fate in the bloody sands of the bullring! 
 
DICK TURPIN (1925) 5 - - D 
(Dir. by John G. Blystone;  With TOM MIX, ALAN HALE, 
Kathleen Myers, Bull Montana, Philo McCullough) 
Dick Turpin was the legendary Robin Hood-like highwayman of old 
England. After helping a young noblewoman escape from an 
unwanted marriage with  the evil Lord Churlton, he is captured and 
brought to the scaffold. He escapes, carries the noblewoman to 
France and settles down, after giving up his way of life. 
 
DON Q, SON OF ZORRO (1925) 10 J J F 
(Dir. by DONALD CRISP;  Wth DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS, MARY 
ASTOR, DONALD CRISP, JEAN HERSHOLT, WARNER 
OLAND) 
This was a sequel to Doug's THE MARK OF ZORRO (see below) 
with an all-star cast.  Fairbanks plays dual roles as father and son in 
an exciting climax! 
 
EAGLE, THE (1925) 7 G G E 
(Dir. by CLARENCE BROWN;  With RUDOLPH VALENTINO, 
VILMA BANKY, LOUISE DRESSER) 
Valentino plays a soldier who becomes the "favorite" of the Czarina.  
However, after he falls in love with another woman (Banky), he 
escapes to exile to evade the wrath of the Czarina, and becomes a 
bandit known as The Eagle.....a sort of Russian Robin Hood!

EVOLUTION    (Color) (1923) 5 G G E 
                         ( B/w ) (1923) 5 E E - 
(Produced by Max Fleischer) 
Believed for many years to have been lost, this film was recently 
rediscovered in the form of a beautiful tinted and toned 35mm nitrate 
print in excellent condition, and reduced to a 16mm color 
internegative. 
It was one of two films on scientific subjects by the Fleischer Studio, 
the other being EINSTEIN'S THEORY OF RELATIVITY (see 
Fleischer film section). 
This one was essentially a straightforward educational film on the 
subject of evolution, but had several animated sequences in it which 
have been identified as having been done by none other than Willis 
O'Brien, showing  dinosaurs in action. 
 
FIGHTING EAGLE, THE (1927) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by DONALD  CRISP;  With PHYLLIS HAVER, ROD LA 
ROCQUE) 
A romantic melodrama, involving Napoleon, Tallyrand and the court 
intrigues of the period. LaRocque plays an officer in Napoleon's 
guard who foils a plot instigated to serve the purposes of Spain. 
 
FLESH AND BLOOD (1922) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Irving Cummings; With LON CHANEY, NOAH BEERY, 
Ralph Lewis, Wilfred Lucas and Edith Roberts) 
Here's another one of those "lost" films!  Lon Chaney plays an 
unjustly-imprisoned convict who escapes  to seek revenge on the 
man who caused his imprisonment.  While hiding from the police in 
Chinatown, he disguises himself as a twisted cripple, in which guise 



he meets his daughter, the "Angel Lady" of the slums. .... and works 
to provide her with the happiness his old enemy is trying to deny her. 
 
FLIRTING WITH FATE (1916) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by W. Christy Cabanne; With DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS,  
Jewel Carmen.) 
Despondent over finances and an unhappy love affair,  Doug hires a 
killer to do him in.  When things change for the better, he tries 
frantically to cancel the order, not knowing that the killer has 
reformed and retired from the business. 
 
FOOL THERE WAS, A (1914) 6 F F D 
(With THEDA BARA) 
This is the film which gave the word "vamp" (vampire) to the 
movies, with the vintage vamp of them all in the definitive role of 
them all.   This film was credited with saving the Fox Film Company 
from bankruptcy when it was in severe financial straits. Theda Bara 
was typecast, and never played anything else but vamps during the 
rest of her career.

(Dir. by Sidney Franklin; With NORMA TALMADGE, Thomas 
Meighan) 
East meets West in this poignant tale of of two generations of 
Chinese girls  and their love for American men. 
 
GENERAL, THE (1926) 8 H H E 
(Dir. by BUSTER KEATON) 
The  "Great Stone Face" in his best-known and beloved epic Civil

(1927) (Dir. by Erle Kenton;  With MARY PREVOST, HARRISON

Myers.) 
After a divorce, Marie has second thoughts, and goes after her ex-
husband while he's honeymooning on a train with his new bride. 
 
GOING STRAIGHT (Color) (1916) 5 G G E 
                         (B/W)           5 E E - 
(Dir. by Sidney and C.M. Franklin;  With  NORMA TALMADGE, 
EUGENE PALLETTE,  Ralph Lewis) 
Story:  John Remington and his wife Grace are reformed criminals 
who now live as respected citizens. A former criminal associate 
threatens their respectability, but is eventually eliminated in a 
shootout. 
An exciting and rare film recently rediscovered and reduced from a 
28mm tinted and toned print. 
 
GRAND DUCHESS AND 
            THE WAITER, THE (1926) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by MAL ST. CLAIR;  With FLORENCE VIDOR, ADOLPH 
MENJOU) 
A delightful comedy with Menjou as a millionaire sportsman who 
tries to come to the aid of an impoverished Russian princess in Paris. 
 
GREAT K & A TRAIN 
                 ROBBERY, THE  (1926) 5 E E D 
(With TOM MIX) 

Tom plays a railroad detective hired to find and stop the bandits who 
have been plaguing the railroad.  The film was shot on location in the 
famous Royal Gorge of Colorado, and has many great scenes for 
railroad buffs..... It's an action-packed thriller from start to finish!   
 
HEADLESS HORSE- 
                          MAN, THE  (1922)   5 E E D 
(With WILL ROGERS) 
Washington Irving's classic  "Legend of Sleepy Hollow " is brought 
to life with Will Rogers as the immortal Ichabod Crane. 
 
HEART OF A HERO, THE (1916) 6 F F D 
(Dir. Emil  Chautard; With ROBERT WARWICK) 
The story of Nathan Hale and his exploits as a spy  against the British 
in the Revolutionary  War.  Who can forget his ringing declaration,  
"My only  regret is that I have but one life to give for my country!"  
 
HEART OF HUMANITY, THE(1919)   8 H H E 
(Dir. by Alan Holubar; With ERICH VON STROHEIM, Dorothy 
Phil-lips) 
Von Stroheim plays one of his earliest versions of a brutal Prussian 
officer  in the World War I drama, and participates in what was 
probably one of the wildest rape scenes in cinema history! 
   
HELL'S HINGES (1916) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by WILLIAM S. HART: With W.S.HART, Clara Williams) 
This is probably Hart's best-known , and most typical, film. He plays 
a badman who is reformed in heart by the purity of the heroine. He 
reforms the evil town by burning it to the ground! 
   
HIS MAJESTY, THE 
            SCARECROW OF OZ (1914) 5 E E E* 
(Dir. by L. FRANK BAUM) 
This film was written, produced and directed by the the famous 
author of the Oz tales at a time when practically nobody was making 
feature-length films.   The picture contains many delightful feats of 
screen  "magic," many of which were quite advanced for the 
techniques of the time.  All the story favorites appear, including 
Dorothy, the Tin Man, the Cowardly Lion, the Scarecrow, the 
Wizard and the Witch. 
The original 35mm nitrate print was from the Baum estate.

Daw, Frank Campeau, Bull Montana, Lillian Langdon) 
Fairbanks is a New York playboy without a clue to his background 
and antecedents.  After a series of adventures in Mexico, in which he 
tangles with Pancho Villa, he goes to Europe for further excitement, 
where he eventually discovers that he is the heir to the throne in a 
small kingdom! 
 
HOME, SWEET HOME See: D.W. Griffith Films 
IDOL DANCER, THE See: D.W. Griffith Films 
INTOLERANCE See: D.W. Griffith Films 
 
IRON MASK, THE (1929) 10 J J F 
(Dir.  by ALAN DWAN;  With DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS) 
This is one of the all-time great swashbuckling films!   It is  the  
complete version, with all the original titles, based on the Alexandre 
Dumas novel of intrigue, impersonation, danger.....  and romance!  
With D'Artagnan, the Three Musketeers, Richelieu, Lady DeWinter, 
and the Court of King Louis.

ITALIAN, THE (1915) 6 F F D 
(Produced by THOMAS INCE:  Dir. by REGINALD BARKER;  
With  GEORGE BEBAN) 
Never heard of the film, right?   Nevertheless, it's a beautiful, moving 
story of Italian immigrants in the New York City of 1914.  The 
realism of its acting, directing and photography would have been 
worthy of Rosselini at his best! 
 
JUDITH OF BETHULIA See: D.W. Griffith Films 
 
LADY OF THE LAKE, THE (1928) 5 - - D 
(Dir. by James Fitzpatrick, Britain; With Benita Hume, Percy 
Marmont.) 
Based on the poem by Sir Walter Sott, the intertitles are in the form 
of the original lines of the poem. (With synchronized music and 
sound track.) 
 
LADY WINDERMERE'S FAN(1925) 6 F F D 
(Dir. by ERNST LUBITSCH; With RONALD COLMAN, Irene 
Rich, May McAvoy) 
A tour-de force, in that the film was based on an Oscar Wilde play, 
yet didn't use a single Wildean epigram!   Lubitsch felt that film was 
a visual medium, and substituted visual wit for spoken dialogue. 
 
LEOPARD WOMAN, THE  (1920) 6 F F D 
(Dir. by Wesley Ruggles; With LOUISE GLAUM, House Peters) 
Louise Glaum was one of the better-known screen vamps of the '20's.  
This film features espionage in the steaming jungles and burning 
deserts of Africa, with Glaum as a spy who finds love and turns over 
a new leaf. 
 
LET'S GO! (1923) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by William K. Howard; With RICHARD TALMADGE) 
Talmadge performs some unbelievable,hair-raising stunts in this 
story of a big-city wastrel who  is sent by his businessman father to a 
small town to make good. 
 
LIGHTHOUSE BY THE SEA    (1924) 5 E - - 
(Dir. by MAL ST. CLAIR; With RIN-TIN-TIN, LOUISE 
FAZENDA, WILLIAM COLLIER, Charles Hill Mailes) 
This is a recently-located "lost" film.  Rinty comes to the rescue 
when the lighthouse-keeper's daughter (Louise Fazenda, in a rare 
non-comedy role)  is kidnapped by a band of smugglers. 
 
LIVE WIRE, THE (1925) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Charles Hines; With JOHNNY HINES) 
Johnny Hines was one of the most energetic and under-rated comics 
of the silent era. He appears here in a lively, fast-moving story with a 
circus setting. 
 
LORNA DOONE (1922) 6 F F D 
(Dir. by MAURICE TOURNEUR;  With MADGE BELLAMY, John 
Bowers) 
A kidnapped little girl of royal blood is raised by bandits in the 
highlands of Scotland. When grown, she is freed by an intrepid 
young man, who thereby incurs the enmity of the Doone bandit clan. 
 
LOST WORLD, THE  (Color)(1925) 5 G - E 
                                        ( B/W) (1925)  5 E -
 - 
(Dir. by Harry Hoyt; Special effects by WILLIS O'BRIEN; With 
WALLACE BEERY, BESSIE LOVE, LEWIS STONE, LLOYD 
HUGHES) 
Stung by the derision of fellow scientists, Prof. Challenger (Beery) 
leads an expedition to an unexplored plateau in the Amazon jungles.  
Encountering prehistoric dinosaurs, they manage to bring one back to 
London. It escapes and goes on a rampage of terror in the city's 
streets. 
The "color" print is in the original tints and tones, as it was in the 
original release, and bears an excellent organ score.

(Dir. by KING VIDOR; With MADGE BELLAMY, LLOYD 
HUGHES, Claire MacDowell) 
Another recently-discovered "lost" film by the great King Vidor.  
The film is available in beautiful "color," an exact rendering of the 
tints and tones of the original 35mm nitrate print, which greatly 
enhances the various moods of this story of love, hate and revenge.  
It features a spectacular train wreck, as well as a thrilling pursuit on 
some river rapids, which concludes in a breathtaking drop over a 
waterfall! 
 
MAGIC CLOAK OF OZ, THE   (1914) 3 C C
 E* 
(Dir. by  L. FRANK BAUM) 
The fairies of Oz weave a magic cloak which gives the wearer one 
wish. Complications are caused by the machinations of Queen Zixi of 
Ix and the mischievous Roll Rollies! 
(*) The video includes HIS MAJESTY, THE SCARECROW OF OZ. 
 
MAGICIAN, THE  (1927) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by PAUL FEJOS; With CONRAD VEIDT, MARY PHILBIN, 
Anders Randolph) 
When his beautiful assistant and protege (Mary Philbin) falls in love 
with his new aide, the magician (Veidt) ,  by use of his magic 
paraphernalia, makes his rival appear to be a murderer! 
 
MAN FROM BEYOND, THE     (1922)  6 - -
 D 
(Dir. by BURTON KING; With HARRY HOUDINI, NITA NALDI, 
Arthur Maude) 
An Arctic expedition finds a man (Houdini)  who had been frozen in 
the ice 100 years earlier. They revive him and bring him home, 
where he finds a young woman who is a descendant of the woman he 
had loved so many years ago.  After interrupting her wedding, he is 
placed in an asylum from which he escapes.  He is just in time to 
save the woman from going over Niagara Falls ! 
 
MAN FROM PAINTED 
                          POST, THE (1917) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Joseph Henabery;  With DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS, 
EILEEN PERCY, Frank Campeau) 
Doug plays a Cattlemen's Association detective disguised as  a prissy 
Easterner. He comes to the range area to find and stop the cattle 
rustlers who plague the ranchers..  He also discovers the man who 
had killed his sister some years earlier. 
 
MAN ON THE BOX, THE (1925) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Charles Reisner;  With  SYDNEY CHAPLIN) 
Chuck Reisner was one of the disciples of Charles Chaplin, and this 
is evident in some of the neat comic touches which abound in this 
film.

In this picture, he appears without his trademark walrus mustache as 
a young playboy who takes a job as a gardener to be near the girl he 
loves (Alice Calhoun). He becomes involved with some spies who 
try to steal the plans of a helicopter and one of the twists of the plot 
cause him to dress up as a maid.... and tend to several ladies in their 
boudoir! 
A rare and very funny film. 
 
MARK OF ZORRO, THE (1920) 8 H H - 
(Dir. by FRED NIBLO; With DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS, 
MARGUERITE DE LA MOTTE, NOAH BEERY) 
This print is probably the most complete and best-quality version 
extant. 
Except for the earlier A MODERN MUSKETEER (see below), this 
was Fairbanks' first venture into the swashbuckling genre, and the 
role with which he has most often been identified.

(Dir. by Richard Jones;  With MABEL NORMAND, George 
Nichols, Minta Durfee, Minnie-Ha-Ha) 
The silent screen's most beloved comedienne in the complete version 
of the film produced by Mack Sennett. 
Mickey is sent from her western environment to live in a "High 
Society" home in the East, where she is mistreated.  She eventually 
gets involved in a horserace, then finds herself clinging to the top of 
a building where she has been chased by the villain! 
 
MODERN MUSKETEER, A (1918) 3 C C C 
(Dir. by ALAN DWAN; With DOUGLAS FAIRBANKS) 
This was Doug's first effort in the field of costume drama.  The 
opening sequence has a flashback to the way his life might have been 
as the Musketeer, D'Artagnan.

Mae plays the daughter of a pioneer family which is saved from an 
Indian attack by a Mormon group. 
At first, the family  willingly goes to live among the Mormons, but, 
after Mae is attacked by one of the Elders (Beery), they make their 
escape with the aid of a disaffected Mormon (Borzage). 
 
MY FOUR YEARS IN 
                        GERMANY  (1918)  10  J J F 
(Dir. by WILLIAM NIGH) 
This amazing film was based on the autobiography of James Gerard, 
our then-ambassador to Germany from 1913 to 1917.   It is an 
unabashed propaganda film, portraying the Germans as bloody 
savages (as, of course, many of them were!) and the early years of 
World War I from the viewpoint of the Allies until the entry of the 
U.S.A. 
While documentary in tone, the roles were portrayed by actors, 
including Karl Dane (then Carl Dane) in an atypical role as one of 
the German higher-ups. 
This was the first major film distributed by the Warner Brothers, and 
established them as an important studio. 
 
NARROW TRAIL, THE (1917) 5 E E D 
(Dir. by Lambert Hillyer; With WILLIAM S. HART, Sylvia 
Breamer) 
This film features one of the most magnificently-staged hand-to-hand 
battles in cinema history!

(Dir. by F. Richard Jones; With MABEL NORMAND, BORIS 
KARLOFF, OLIVER HARDY, Theodore Von Eltz, James 
Finlayson) 

Mabel is a dance-hall hostess who is really tired of being bothered by 
"mashers" (like Boris Karloff, in one of his earliest screen roles).  An 
interesting sidelight....the frenetic drummer in the band at the dance-
hall is played by Oliver Hardy!

A boxing champ stages an impromptu fight to obtain money to pay 
for the lease on some oil-bearing land, foiling a deceitful option-
holder. 
 
OUBLIETTE, THE (1914) 3 C C C 
(Dir. by Charles Giblyn;  With LON CHANEY,  Murdock 
McQuarrie, Pauline Bush) 
Here's  a RARE recently-restored (from 35mm nitrate) print of 
possibly the earliest extant Lon Chaney film.. He appears in a 
featured, rather than a starring, role as the villainous Chevalier 
Bertrand de la Poyne.   This  was the first of four films in a 
Bison/Universal period French melodrama about the adventures of 
poet-rascal Francois Villon. 
 
PACE THAT KILLS, THE (1928) 7 G G E 
(Dir. by Norton Parker) 
This is an exploitation film about the evils of dope. The  story is 
about two young lovers who are trapped by dope in many forms

production values and fine photography by Ernest Laszlo, who later 
was Howard Hughes' cameraman for HELL'S ANGELS..

This is an extremely rare film by the creator of the Oz tales, in which 
a magician's wife creates a mischievous patchwork girl who gets into 
all kinds of zany scrapes.

One of Olivier's earliest films (aka MOSCOW NIGHTS) in which he 
plays a Russian officer accused of spying for the Germans during 
World War I.         The great French actor, Harry Baur, plays 
a wealthy merchant who is Olivier's rival for the hand of the heroine.

MILLS) 
Based on a story by H. G. Wells, it is the tale of a young innocent 
who falls into the meshes of a scheming family who had previously 
found him "unsuitable" ....until they learned he had come into a 
fortune by inheritance.

(Dir. by ROBERT FLAHERTY) 
A portrayal of the indomitable Spirit of Man, as represented by the 
inhabitants of a cruelly inhospitable environment of an island off the 
Scottish coast, where there is a constant struggle against the perverse 
forces of the weather and the sea.

Realistic, fully-developed characters make this one of Hitchcock's 
best films. There is an artful creation of suspense, while a young boy 
carries a bomb into the heart of London!

(Dir. by VICTOR SAVILLE; With VIVIEN LEIGH, REX 
HARRISON) 
A rare and hilarious comedy, with Harrison as a newspaperman who 
exposes Leigh's father as an obnoxious boor, thereby endangering the 
man's political career.

(Dir. by WILLIAM CAMERON MENZIES; With RALPH 
RICHARDSON, RAYMOND MASSEY, CEDRIC HARDWICKE) 
A chilling look into the future, after a terrible war has brought 
civilization to its lowest ebb. 
 
THIRD MAN, THE (1949) 10 JS - F 
(Dir. by CAROL REED; With ORSON WELLES, JOSEPH 
COTTEN, VALLI, TREVOR HOWARD) 
A suspense-filled tale of black markets and murder in post-war

(Mexico)  (Dir. by LUIS BUNUEL; With  ESTELLE INDA) 
(aka THE YOUNG AND THE DAMNED)

He falls in with 
Jaibo, who leads him deeper into a life of crime, eventuating in death 
for both.

The film was produced in Austria, and starred the world-renowned 
stage and screen actor, Rudolph Schildkraut, who appeared in 
multiple roles, as did his son, Joseph, whose best-known screen roles 
included Captain Dreyfuss in THE LIFE OF EMILE ZOLA and as 
the father in THE DIARY OF ANNE FRANK.  Interestingly, the 
Schildkrauts appeared together in two American films, THE KING 
OF KINGS and YOUNG APRIL 
The producers of THE WANDERING JEW may have been 
influenced by D.W. Griffith's INTOLERANCE,  since the film 
contains a number of flashback sequences, including scenes from 
biblical times, the Spanish Inquisition, the Dreyfuss trial and other 
historical events. 
Another remarkable thing about the film is its references to 
"holocausts" which have affected the Jews over the centuries; some 
scenes of refugees being herded along by soldiers could have been 
extracted from newsreels of the Nazi atrocities of the Forties. 
We have prepared an excellent score for the video version of the 
film, which is available with the super-8 film version at an additional

film which would stir sympathy for their cause. HEARTS OF THE 
WORLD was the result. Direction, acting and photography were 

superb, and the film has since attained the status of one of Griffith's 
greatest classics. 
 
HEARTS OF THE WORLD (Color footage)

This footage, reduced from a 35mm nitrate tinted and toned print, 
contains material missing from the existing B/W prints

The sound track was carefully selected by Griffith during the re-
release after sound came in, with appropriate music and sound 
effects.

Porter, for the Edison Company.  Griffith had gone to Porter to sell 
him a screen story, and Porter put him to work as an actor in this, 
Griffith's first  contact with the motion picture industry. He portrayed 
a lumberman who rescues his baby from an eagle who has carried the 
child to its cliffside eyrie. 
D.W. GRIFFITH SHORT FILMS (Continued): 
ROMANCE OF A JEWESS (1908) 1 A - - 
(With Florence Lawrence) 
Since early film companies did not publicize the names of their 
players (for fear that they would ask for more money if they became 
well known!), the public came to know them by the names of the 
companies they worked for.  Miss Lawrence became known as "The 
Biograph Girl" until she defected and signed up with Carl Laemmle's 
Imp Company. 
This film  is a sort of early version of  "Abie's Irish Rose" in which a 
Jewish girl is disowned by her father when she marries out of the 
faith. They are reconciled at her deathbed due to the efforts of her 
little daughter. 
 
THE VIOLIN MAKER 
                   OF CREMONA (1909) 1 A A - 
(With Mary Pickford) 
Mary's hand in marriage is the prize in the big violin-making contest! 
 
THE LONELY VILLA (1909) 1 A A - 
(With Marion Leonard, Mary Pickford) 
This film is notable for its early use of the technique of cross-cutting 
for the purpose of building suspense. 
 
THE SMOKER (1909) 1 A A - 
(With Mary Pickford,) 
Mary is a young wife who won't let her husband smoke at home, so 
he rents another place to indulge in his secret vice. This results in her 
believing that he is meeting another woman at this rendezvous! 
 
FAITHFUL (1910) 1 A A - 
(With Mack Sennett) 
Mack, a simple bumpkin, is struck by a car.  The owner gives him 
money and buys him a new suit. Mack then attaches himself to his 
benefactor like a leech, leading to an hilarious sequence of events as 
the benefactor tries to shake him off! 
The film, which was made on one of the Griffith troupe's trips to the 
West, has some interesting panoramic scenes of Los Angeles taken 
from a viewpoint  up in the hills. 
 
IN LIFE'S CYCLE (1910) 1 A A - 
(With Linda Arvidson, H.B. Walthall) 
A story of corruption and redemption. A girl runs off with a ne'er-do-
well by whom she has a child out of wedlock. She is redeemed at the 
graveside of her mother by her brother who has become a priest.  He 
takes his sister and her daughter to their ailing father, who grants her 
forgiveness. 
 
THE OATH AND 
                            THE MAN (1910) 1 A A - 

(With Lottie Pickford, H.B. Walthall) 
A story of the French Revolution; when a perfumer's wife is seduced 
by a nobleman, the outraged husband leads a rebellion, forcing the 
nobleman and his mistress to flee for their lives.  A local priest 
persuades the husband to let them escape.     
 
LOVE IN THE HILLS (1911) 1 A A - 
(With Blanche Sweet) 
When a local blacksmith and a moonshiner are rivals for her 
affections, their crude approach sends the mountain girl to the arms 
of a "civilized" city visitor. The latter is scared off by the blacksmith, 
whose "strongarm" approach finally wins over the girl! 
 
THE LONEDALE OPERATOR (1911) 1 A A - 
(With Blanche Sweet) 
This is considered to be one of Griffith's early classics, and one of his 
most famous shorts. The setting is a railroad depot, where Blanche is 
the telegraph operator.  As a pair of hoodlums try to get into the 
depot to rob the payroll, Griffith used cross-cutting very freely to 
indicate parallel action as the tension mounted to a great climax! 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
THE MAKING OF A MAN (1911) 1 A A - 
(With Blanche Sweet, Dell Henderson, Donald Crisp) 
Blanche is a small-town girl who becomes infatuated with the 
leading man of a stock company which passes through her town.  She 
follows him to the next town, and persuades him to marry her.  Since 
she is only 17, her father comes after her with the police and takes 
her back home.  She runs away to a hovel on the other side of town, 
where she eventually bears the actor's child. 
Some time later, when the troupe again appears in town, she goes 
backstage with the baby and she is reunited with the actor. 
 
THE TWO PATHS (1911) 1 A A - 
(With Florence La Badie, Dorothy Bernard, Geace Henderson)                   
   A story of contrasts and social comment;  two young 
women, burdened with caring for an old one, choose different paths. 
One yields herself to a dis-solute, wealthy man. He later discards her, 
and she dies all alone in poverty in a shabby hotel room. 
The other woman marries a neighborhood carpenter, with whom she 
has two children. She encounters no great economic progress, but the 
last scene shows the contented family group gathered together in 
front of the fireplace in their cozy home. 
There is an interesting use of the fireplace as the key light, with the 
rest of the room lit by fill light, 
 
ENOCH ARDEN (1911) 2 B B - 
(With Linda Arvidson) 
This was Griffith's first 2-reel film. The Biograph Company 
management was so unhappy with Griffith's daring experiment that 
they released the two reels separately!  However, a number of 
enterprising exhibitors acquired both parts, spliced them together, 
and showed them as a single unit, to appreciative audiences! 
The story is the classic one of the wife whose husband is thought to 
be lost at sea, but returns after a stay on a deserted island. He finds 
his wife happily remarried, and sacrifices his own happiness to let 
her retain hers. 
 
FRIENDS (1912) 1 A A - 
(With Mary Pickford, Harry Carey, Lionel Barrymore, H.B. 
Walthall) 
Prospector Barrymore wins Mary, a dance-hall girl, away from the 
town gambler, his former friend.  This causes bad blood between 
them until the latter lets friendship overcome animosity! 
 
THE GODDESS OF 
         SAGEBRUSH GULCH (1912) 1 A A - 
(With Blanche Sweet) 



When the city girl visits her country cousin, she vamps away the 
latter's boyfriend. When robbers tie up the city girl and leave her in a 
burning cabin, the country girl has a hard time deciding whether to 
rescue her! 
 
THE TRANSFORMATION 
                               OF MIKE (1912) 1 A A - 
(With Blanche Sweet, Wilfred Lucas) 
A would-be crook is reformed when the girl he loves catches him in 
the act of a robbery!

This was the first film in which the Gish sisters appeared, with Carey 
as a burglar.

The story takes place in the form of a flashback to primitive times.

When another tribe, adopting the club for their own use, routes his 
tribe and carries off "Lily White" (Marsh), Weak Hands comes up 
with another winner...the bow and arrow!

beloved "Charlie." 
Any movie theater had only to put out a sign in front saying "Charlie 
is Here!" and crowds would be assured, usually regardless of what 
else was playing with the Chaplin comedy. 
We are pleased to offer as many Chaplin films as we do, some of 
which have been considered "lost" films for many years.

THE KEYSTONE PERIOD (1914) 
 
MAKING A LIVING  1 A A - 
Chaplin's first film, in which he plays an English fop with a walrus 
mustache.  He tries to take a shortcut toward becoming a 
newspaperman by stealing a rival's camera, story and girl!   This is 
the complete version. 
 
KID AUTO RACES IN VENICE 1 A A - 
Chaplin's second film, and the one in which he first wears the famous 
tramp costume. He is found interfering with a newsreel cameraman at 
an early version of the soapbox derby. 
 
MABEL'S STRANGE PRE- 
                                     DICAMENT 1 A A - 
Chaplin's third film, and the first of many with comedienne Mabel 
Normand. The film was one of a series of "hotel mixup" films he 
made at Keystone and afterward, with much of the action in the hotel 
lobby and Mabel's room. 
 



TANGO TANGLES  1 A A - 
(With Fatty Arbuckle and Ford Sterling) 
Arbuckle and Sterling are musicians in a ballroom band. Charlie is an 
inebriated dancer who tries to make time with Fatty's girl.  To 
complicate matters further, Sterling is also making a play for the 
same girl! 
This was an impromptu film, in which Chaplin appeared sans tramp 
getup. 
 
HIS FAVORITE PASTIME  1 A A - 
(With Fatty Arbuckle) 
Charlie's favorite pastime?.....downing highballs at a local pub! 
 
CRUEL, CRUEL LOVE  1 A+ A+ - 
(With Minta Durfee, Chester Conklin, Alice Davenport) 
This is a very atypical Chaplin Keystone film. Charlie sports a 
walrus mustache (similar to the one in MAKING A LIVING)  and 
eschews the tramp character. In one nightmare sequence, he is 
tortured by a pair of devils who have put him in the middle of a fire! 
Up to recently, this film was believed to be one of the "lost" 
Keystones. We are quite pleased to make it available together with 
another of the rare ones (See: RECREATION, below) , leaving HER 
FRIEND THE BANDIT remaining as the only missing Chaplin 
Keystone comedy. 
The print is sharp, clear and complete, but it does have some slight 
nitrate mottling. 
 
THE STAR BOARDER  1 A A - 
(With Edgar Kennedy) 
His landlady gives him preferential treatment until her jealous 
husband catches on!     An excellent print of one of his rarest films. 
Chaplin Keystone Films, (Continued): 
TWENTY MINUTES OF LOVE  1 A A
 - 
(With Chester Conklin) 
A free-for-all involving a stolen watch. As a climax, all the 
participants get dumped in the lake! 
 
CAUGHT IN A CABARET  2 B B - 
(With Mabel Normand, Chester Conklin, Mack Swain) 
In order to impress a society debutante (Mabel), Charlie, a waiter, 
impersonates a count! 
 
CAUGHT IN THE RAIN  1 A A - 
(With Mack Swain) 
(As "IN THE PARK")       This was the first film directed by 
Chaplin, after which, with only a few exceptions, he directed every 
film he appeared in. 
In this one, he gets in trouble with Mack when Mack's sleepwalking 
wife walks into Charlie's hotel room! 
 
A BUSY DAY  1 A A - 
(With Mack Swain) 
Another rare one.... He plays a blowsy woman who keeps picking on 
her philandering husband (Swain) in the midst of a crowd at a 
concert by the sea. 
This was the first of three films in which Chaplin did a female 
impersonation. 
 
THE FATAL MALLET  1 A A - 
(With Mabel Normand, Mack Sennett, Mack Swain) 
We have recently unearthed a 35mm nitrate print containing enough 
additional footage to make our old version obsolete, and make this 
the definitive version. 
Charlie, Sennett, and Mack Swain are rivals for the affections of 
Mabel. During the ensuing roughhouse, everyone gets hit with bricks 
and mallets.  
Print quality, while less than sensational, is quite acceptable, but the 
complete version is rare! 
 
MABEL'S BUSY DAY  1 A A - 
(With Mabel Normand, Chester Conklin, Slim Summerville, Edgar 
Kennedy) 
Mabel has a hot-dog stand at the race track; Charlie bankrupts her by 
stealing all her hot-dogs! 
 

MABEL'S MARRIED LIFE  1 AS A - 
(With Mabel Normand, Mack Swain) 
When a bully insults her in the park, Mabel is angry with her 
husband (Charlie) when he fails to protect her. She buys a boxing 
dummy to make a man out of Charlie. Coming home drunk, he 
perceives the dummy as a rival and gets into a losing battle with 
him...to Mabel's disgust! (Sound added) 
 
LAUGHING GAS  1 A A -  
(With Mack Swain, Slim Summerville) 
Charlie is an inept and trouble-making dentist's assistant. 
 
THE PROPERTY MAN  2 B B - 
(With Fritz Schade)  
As a backstage prop man at a vaudeville show, he disrupts all the 
acts, both behind and in front of the curtain! 
 
THE FACE ON THE BAR- 
                             ROOM FLOOR 1 A A - 
(With Fritz Schade, Cecile Arnold) 
For free drinks, the drunken artist tells his tale of woe in the form of 
flashbacks to better days. 
 
RECREATION  1 A - -  
(With Rhea Mitchell, Charlie Murray) 
This was a rather impromptu film, made in one afternoon at the park. 
It involved flirting, dumping people in the lake, and chases with and 
by cops. 
Print quality is less than sensational.... but it's the only version 
around of an extremely rare film.  (See: CRUEL, CRUEL LOVE, 
above) 
 
THE MASQUERADER  1 A A  
(With Charlie Murray, Chester Conklin, Charley Chase) 
When Charlie, an inept actor, is kicked out of the Keystone Studios, 
he gets back in dressed as a pretty starlet. After vamping the director, 
he disrupts all the filming in progress at the studio! 
 
HIS NEW PROFESSION  1 A A - 
(With Charley Chase) 
Charlie is hired by Chase to push the wheelchair of his uncle at a 
seaside excursion. However, he is more interested in obtaining 
alcoholic spirits, as a result of which the uncle eventually gets pushed 
off the end of a pier into the ocean! 
THE NEW JANITOR  1 A A - 
(With Minta Durfee, Al St. John, Fritz Schade) 
After being fired by the boss, Charlie redeems himself by saving the 
payroll and the office secretary from the crooked manager who has 
burglarized the office safe! 
 
THOSE LOVE PANGS  1 A A - 
(With Chester Conklin, Cecile Arnold, Edgar Kennedy) 
Charlie and his rival, Chester, flirt with a series of cuties at the park 
and at the movies, until the girls' irate boyfriends arrive on the scene! 
 
DOUGH AND DYNAMITE  2 B B - 
(With Chester Conklin, Fritz Schade, Slim Summerville) 
As a waiter at a bakery-restaurant, Charlie battles with everyone in 
sight....ending with everyone in a gooey mess of dough! 
 
DOUGH AND DYNAMITE  1 A - - 
One-reel edited condensation of the above film. 
 
GENTLEMEN OF NERVE  1 A A - 
(With Mabel Normand, Chester Conklin, Charley Chase, Edgard 
Kennedy, Mack Swain) 
Charlie gets involved with all the above in slapstick antics at the race 
track! 
 
HIS MUSICAL CAREER  1 A A - 
(With Mack Swain, Charlie Chase, Alice Howell, Fritz Schade) 
Another of the rarer Keystones; Mack and Charlie are piano movers. 
At one point Charlie carries a piano up a staircase on his back!  It is 
likely that Laurel and Hardy developed the theme for their classic 
sound comedy, THE MUSIC BOX, from this film. 
 



HIS TRYSTING PLACE  2 B B - 
(With Mabel Normand, Mack Swain, Phyllis Allen) 
Charlie's coat gets switched with Mack's in a cafe.  Mack's coat has a 
note in it..a reminder to meet his wife in the park. Mabel finds the 
note in Charlie's (switched) coat and immediately jumps to the 
conclusion that Charlie has a date with another woman!   The film 
ends with a melee in the park! 
 
GETTING ACQUAINTED  1 A A - 
(With Mabel Normand, Mack Swain, Edgar Kennedy, Phyllis Allen) 
A wild little more or less impromptu film, involving multiple 
flirtations in the park. 
 
HIS PREHISTORIC PAST  2 B B - 
(With Mack Swain, Fritz Schade, Cecile Arnold) 
A rare costume comedy for Chaplin.... He's a caveman, who, after 
battling it out with and besting the king of the tribe, takes over all the 
women!

A NIGHT OUT  2 B B - 
(With Ben Turpin) 
Chaplin's second Essanay film.    He and Turpin are a pair of drunks 
on the town who get involved with a woman and her irate husband in 
a hotel room.  (A beautiful quality print) 
 
THE TRAMP  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Bud Jamison, Leo White, Lloyd Bacon) 
This is the most complete version currently available of this classic, 
the first Chaplin film in which comedy and pathos are blended to 
great effect. 
 
BY THE SEA  1 A A - 
(With Edna Purviance, Billy Armstrong, Bud Jamison) 
At the beach, Charlie gets involved with every pretty girl in 
sight....then with their angry boyfriends! 
 
A WOMAN  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Charles Inslee, Leo White) 
Rejected as a suitor for Edna by her father, Charlie dresses up in her 
finery, and her flirty father starts wooing him! 
This was the last of three films in which he did female 
impersonations. 
 
A NIGHT IN THE SHOW  2 B B - 
With Edna Purviance, Dee Lampton, Bud Jamison, Charlotte 
Mineau, Leo White) 
Charlie plays two roles; a society drunk and a rowdy in the balcony. 
This was based on a delightful routine from his Karno "Mumming 
Birds" days. 
  
BURLESQUE ON CARMEN  3 C C - 
(With Edna Purviance, Ben Turpin)  
Chaplin plays Darn Hosiery, with Edna as Carmen and Turpin as a 
smuggler. 
 
TRIPLE TROUBLE  2  B B - 
(With Edna Purviance) 
As an inventor's inept handyman, he eventually causes an explosion 
that blows everything to bits! 
**************************************************** 
CHAPLIN MUTUAL FILMS (1916-1917): 
   
THE FLOORWALKER  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell, Charlotte Mineau) 
Charlie is a double for the crooked department store floorwalker 
who, together with the manager, is planning to rob the store.  Charlie 
foils the robbery through a variety of athletic maneuvers! 
 
THE FIREMAN  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell) 
The father of Charlie's girlfriend tries to burn his house down for the 
insurance. When Edna is trapped in the house, fireman Charlie 
rescues her in the nick of time! 

 
THE VAGABOND  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell) 
Edna is stolen by the gypsies as a child, becoming a drudge among 
them as an adult.   Charlie, an itinerant musician, rescues her after a 
battle with the gypsy chieftain. 
 
ONE A .M.  2 B B - 
A tour-de-force of comedy! Except for a short sequence at the 
beginning of the film, Charlie does a solo performance. In a drunken 
daze, he battles with inanimate objects in a surreal house! 
 
THE PAWNSHOP  2 B B -  
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell, Henry Bergman) 
As a pawnbroker's assistant, Charlie foils a robbery, beats up a rival 
clerk, and wins the girtl! 
 
THE RINK  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell, Henry Bergman) 
On roller skates, Charlie performs with the grace of a ballet dancer. 
 
THE CURE  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell, Henry Bergman,) 
At a sanitorium, Charlie disrupts the entire institution when all his 
bottles of illicit booze end up in the water supply! 
 
THE IMMIGRANT  2 B B - 
(With Edna Purviance, Eric Campbell, Henry Bergman) 
Charlie's tribulations begin when he enters a restaurant and he has to 
contend with a burly waiter....and he's out of money!

One of the extremely rare "Lonesome Luke"  films in which Lloyd 
plays a Chaplinesque character... the cashier, usher-manager of a 
nickelodeon movie house.    
ALL ABOARD! (1917) A A - 
Harold pursues his girl friend aboard a steamship with hilarious 
results! 
BACK STAGE (1919) 1 A A - 
The brash stagehand falls in love with the star of the show and 
messes up all the acts!   (aka "Ring Down the Curtain") 
THE CITY SLICKER (1918)` 1 A A - 
Hired to bring a hick town hotel up to date, he brings in "modern 
inventions" like disappearing bathtubs and bedrooms! 
SPRING FEVER (1919) 1 A A - 
Spring fever infects Harold, causing him to disrupt the office where 
he works. He continues his crazy antics in the park and at a nearby 
candy shop. 
GOING, GOING, GONE! (1918) 1 A A - 
Harold and Snub are enterprising con-men who get "stung" by a 
pretty young fortune teller (Bebe Daniels) who knows a few smart 
tricks herself! 
CHOP SUEY AND CO. (1919) 1 A A - 
A delightful action-packed comedy adventure in Chinatown, with 
Bebe as an aspiring actress who is "saved" by a pair of bumbling 
cops (Harold and Snub). 
THE CHEF (1919) 1 A A - 
Harold is a chef who believes in labor-saving devices, so he rigs up 
his kitchen with many Rube Goldberg contrivances. 
THE HAIRDRESSER (1918) 1 A A - 
Working  in a beauty shop, Harold flirts with the cute manicurist 
(Bebe)  and wrecks the customers' hair!    (aka "Hear 'Em Rave") 
JUST NEIGHBORS (1918) 1 A A - 
Houses and gardens are demolished when good neighbors Harold and  
Snub have a falling-out! 
NEVER TOUCHED ME! (1919) 1 A A - 
Bebe is Princess Sapphire, a cafe dancer with an unwanted, violent 
suitor. Harold has to do a female impersonation in order to rescue 
her. 
DON'T SHOVE! (1919) 1 A A - 
Slapstick hi-jinks at the roller-skating rink! 
CAPTAIN KIDD'S KIDS (1919) 2 B B - 
The hostile mother of Harold's girl friend (Bebe) takes her on a cruise 
to get away from him.  Following her onto the ship, Harold 
eventually runs afoul of a shipload of female pirates! 
HAUNTED SPOOKS (1920) 2 B B - 
(With Mildred Davis, Sunshine Sammy) 
Mildred needs a husband in order to inherit a big mansion. She picks 
Harold....and when they arrive at the house, they find it "haunted" by 
jealous relatives!

Two delightful sequences from very early Path‚ Linder films:  "MAX

(ARTHUR LAKE)  (A Bluebird Comedy)      Arthur Lake (Yes, 
Virginia, the same actor who portrayed the loveable Dagwood 
Bumstead in the Blondie series some years later) plays a young 
college student who is confined to quarters by the Dean in order to 
study.  Nevertheless, he runs off to the hop....and whom does he run 
into there...?  You guessed it! 
HOT DOG (1918) 1 A A - 
(LARRY SEMON)     A variation on the classic tale of the innocent 
country girl seduced by the big-city villain. Larry is her country 
Romeo who saves her in the nick of time! 
HULA HONEYMOON (1923) 2 B B - 
(BABE LONDON)     Babe and her new husband win a free 
honeymoon trip to Hawaii. They came, they saw, they wrecked the 
place!   
Reputedly, this was one of the first comedy shorts to be filmed on 
location in Hawaii. 
KIDDIN' KATIE (1923) 2 B B - 
(BABE LONDON, DOROTHY DEVORE)     Babe has been 
corresponding with a mail-order bridegroom. When he arrives to 
collect and marry his "prize," he discovers that Babe has substituted 
the photo of her beautiful sister (Devore) ....and he's got just about 
double what he had bargained for! 
LAST SERIAL, THE (1925) 2 B - -  
(AL ST. JOHN)     An absolutely hilarious spoof on the silent serials 
(Western type) complete with heroine tied to the buzz saw, 
explosions, chases, etc, etc. 
MITT THE PRINCE (1927) 2 B B - 
(SNUB POLLARD)     This was an attempt by a small comedy 
studio to find a team to rival Laurel and Hardy.  The boys are hired 
to simulate royalty at a high-society party when a real prince fails to 
show up. 
SAPPY SERVICE (1929) 1 A A - 
(BOBBY VERNON)     Working against a time limit, our intrepid 
hero skirts disaster in order to serve papers on a deadbeat doctor on 
behalf of his irate boss!

(BOBBY VERNON, BABE LONDON)     To escape creditors, 
Bobby pretends to be the very young son of his partner, who comes 
on a visit with his own "baby" daughter (Babe London).

used for THE JAZZ SINGER. 
DeForest made quite a number of short films with his process, which 
he called "Phonofilms," most of them musicals of one kind or 
another.  
This one, however, featured DeWolf Hopper, a famous vaudevillian, 
who just about made a career of the famous poem about the mighty 
Mudville slugger. Hopper's elocutions, mugging and gestures make 
for an absolutely hysterically funny film....as well as an excellent 
example of DeForest's early sound output.

Billy is a sheriff whose traitorous girl friend really loves the bandit 
being trailed by Billy.

When a rival attempts to steal his wife, Billy tries to kill him with his 
bare hands! 
SHOOTIN' MAD (1918) 2 B B - 
Billy is ready to tear the town apart when he discovers that his vacant 
shack has been occupied by a homesteader....until he meets the 
latter's beautiful daughter! 
HIS REGENERATION (1915) 1 A A - 
(With CHARLIE CHAPLIN) This is not really a Western film, as 
Billy plays a crook who is shamed from a life of crime by a good 
woman . Chaplin plays a lengthy cameo role in the film. 
SON OF A GUN (1919) 5 E - E 
The only known Brocho Billy feature extant. He essays a role in the 
"good/badman" mold of W.S. Hart.    
In high spirits, he enrages the local sheriff and has to leave the area. 
He returns in order to help the morally weak brother of a young 
woman with whom he is in love, only to be shot by the sheriff and 
die in the girl's arms.

"Western" as a "Northern," since he plays a tough lumberjack who 
takes over the ownership of a saloon by shooting its villainous owner 
in a gun duel in a darkened room!

Thomas A. Edison, one of the legitimate claimants to the title of 
inventor of the motion picture, formed a producing company to 
market his invention and sent cameramen all over the world to bring 
back films which displayed the important views as well as the trivia 
they found everywhere. Thousands of films of various lengths and 
subject matter eventually appeared in the Edison catalog before the 
company finally faded away at about the time of World War I.

Fred Ott was an Edison lab technician whose sneeze was recorded for 
posterity in what is generally considered to be the first "film" on 
record.

An irate father makes his ne'er-do-well son go to work in his factory, 
where he becomes attracted to a pretty young worker. He makes a 
date with her, takes her to a night club, plies her with liquor and takes 
her to her home, where he tries to seduce her. She rejects his 
advances, but when he tries to overpower her, she is saved in the nick 
of time by the arrival of her steadfast boy friend!

The adventures of an obstreperous billy goat who was always getting 
into mischief.  There were seven of these charming little films, each 
of which included a small amount of animation:

Bad With Police  5.  Playing Circus  6.  In Trouble  7. In the Movies 
CLOSED DOOR, THE (1916) 1 A A - 
(UNICORN COMPANY;  With HEDDA HOPPER) 
An arrogant society woman refuses to aid charitable organizations.  
When she later finds herself in straitened circumstances, she is 
unable to secure care for her own sick child because the hospital 
lacks funds to care for charity cases. 
DIANA THE HUNTRESS (1916) 2 BC - - 
(PLURAGRAPH CO.)  (COLOR)          Reduced from a beautiful 
tinted 35mm nitrate print. 
This is the story of how Diana becomes goddess of the moon and 
Apollo the god of the sun, with Paul Swan as Apollo and Baroness de 
Weteley as Diana.  Combining dance with storytelling, the film ends 
with a series of provocative "art" poses. 
DISCONTENT (1916) 2 B B - 
(Dir. by LOIS WEBER; With Marie Walcamp, Doc Crane) 
The film was also written and produced by Weber and her husband, 
Phillips Smalley.      
This is the story of a cantankerous old war veteran who is invited to 
live with his wealthy nephew and his family. His meddling ways 
bring disruption to a previously-harmonious family.  Seeing the 
damage he has done, and mis-sing his old companions, he decides to 
return to the veterans' home. 
FINE FEATHERS (1912) 1 AC AC - 
(Dir. by LOIS WEBER; With LOIS WEBER)  (COLOR) 
Mira (played by Lois Weber) is a poor young woman reduced to 
wearing ragged clothing and living on the street. Vaughn, an artist, 
sees her plight and hires her as a cleaning woman in his studio. On 
one occasion, when she tiredly sits on the model's stand, he  paints 
her portrait, and the painting is accepted for exhibition at the 
Academy.  On a later occasion, she dons a beautiful dress left at the 
studio by one of the models. Vaughn again paints her, names the 
picture "Fine Feathers" and it too is accepted as a companion piece 
for the other painting at the exhibition.  
A wealthy clubman meets Mira at Vaughn's studio and is quite 
attracted to her, offering to "educate" her if she would leave Vaughn.  
Since Vaughn had previously refused to marry her, she is about to 
accept the offer, but Vaughn realizes that he really loves her, and 
proposes marriage.  
The source material for this film was a beautiful tinted and toned 
35mm nitrate print. 
FULTAH FISHER'S

Here's a really unique and rare find! It was made on a shoestring on 
the San Francisco waterfront, when Capra misrepresented himself to 
a producer as an experienced filmmaker. Despite this, the film was a 
remarkable achievment for a first effort, and had some excellent 
innovations going for it.  As an example, the lines of the poem (the 
film was based on Rudyard Kipling's "Ballad of Fultah Fisher's 
Boarding House") were used for the intertitles. 
GANGSTERS AND THE 
                             GIRL, THE (1914) 2 B B - 
(THOMAS INCE; Dir. by Scott Sidney; With CHARLES RAY, 
ALMA RUBENS) 
A rare film....one of the earliest of the gangster genre.   Charles Ray 
portrays a detective who pretends to be a gangster in order to get the 
goods on the bad guys. 
GRIT OF THE  
       GIRL TELEGRAPHER   (1912) 1 A A - 
(KALEM CO.; With ANNA Q. NILLSEN) 
An action-packed railroad melodrama in which the heroine captures a 
bandit after a great railroad chase! 
HOME, SWEET HOME (1924) 1 A A - 
A delightful sentimental tale, based on the famous poem and song of 
the same name. 
I REMEMBER, 
              I REMEMBER (1920) 1 A A - 

A beautiful, nostalgic look back at childhood memories, poignantly 
photographed. 
JAPANESE IDYLL,  A (1913) 1 AC AC - 
(Dir. by LOIS WEBER; With LOIS WEBER)  (COLOR) 
Another rarity by one of the two great female directors of the silent 
era. 
The talented Miss Weber not only directed, but also starred in, this 
tale of a young Japanese woman whose parents wish to marry her off 
to a wealthy merchant. Instead, she elopes with a poor suitor, sailing 
off into the sunset on a small boat.

A wealthy woman and a poor, starving one are both caught 
shoplifting. The poor one is dragged off in the paddy wagon; the rich 
one is treated with deference.... a fine comment on the meaning of 
social status! 
LOVE, OIL AND GREASE (1914) 1 A A - 
(KALEM CO.)(Dir. by MARSHALL NEILAN; With HAM AND 
BUD, MARSHALL NEILLAN) 
Lloyd Hamilton teamed up with Bud Duncan to make about 200 
Ham and Bud comedies between 1914 and 1917 for the Kalem Co. A 
number of them were directed by Marshall Neilan, who went on to 
greater fame as a director of classy silent features, some of the best of 
which were with Mary Pickford. Only very few of the hundreds of 
Ham and Bud comedies have survived. In this one, they play a pair 
of incompetent auto mechanics who wreck the garage where they 
work! 
LULU'S DOCTOR (1912) 1 A A - 
(VITAGRAPH CO.)(Dir. by James Young; With MAURICE 
COSTELLO, CLARA KIMBALL YOUNG, HELENE COSTELLO, 
DOLORES COSTELLO) 
A charming drama about two estranged lovers who are brought 
together again by the innocent efforts of a child. 
MAGIC MEMORIES  1 A A - 
This is a collection of American and European trick films as well as 
excerpts from longer subjects, from Williamson's "The Big 
Swallow"(1901) to "The Lost World" (1925), and including a number 
of rare M‚liŠs and Zecca films. 
MIKE AND MEYER (1914) 1 A A - 
(With WEBER AND FIELDS)      The beloved vaudeville team does 
one of their stage routines in a very rare film. A feud erupts between 
two families in a sort of Romeo and Juliet story. 
NIGHT BEFORE 
               CHRISTMAS, THE (1905) 1 A A - 
(EDISON CO.)(Dir. by EDWIN S. PORTER) 
The beloved Christmas poem, in a series of 10 scenes, including 
some primitive animation.

Bessie, a waif orphaned by the death of her mother, runs away to a 
circus. There she is reunited with the ringmaster, who turns out to be 
her father!

When a woman is cursed by a Hindu, she finds that everything she 
touches immediately disappears! An interesting and rare example of 
early stop-motion trick photography.

A brave young telegrapher learns that the governor's express is 
headed for a crash. At grave risk to herself, she closely averts the 
wreck and wins a pardon for her brother, who was innocent of a 
crime for which he had been imprisoned.

A compilation of exciting scenes from "Play Safe" (Monte Banks, 
1927) and "The Timber Queen" (Ruth Roland, 1922), with most of 
the action taking place on fast-moving trains!

(EBONY FILM CO.)  This is an all-black film, produced in Chicago.  
 After being kicked out of a theater where they had disrupted the 
show, two goofy characters decide to put on their own vaudeville 
program.

An ambitious effort by the Vitagraph Company to bring the 
Thackeray classic to life, with what was then an all-star cast. Despite 
the early date of the film, it does not seem to have dated as badly as 
other costume dramas made about the same time. 
WITHOUT BENEFIT 
                   OF CLERGY   (1921) 1 A A - 
(Dir. by James Young; With Virginia Browne Faire, Thomas 
Holding, BORIS KARLOFF) 
The film is based on a story by Rudyard Kipling , on the theme of 
"East Meets West," and is notable for the fact that Kipling himself 
designed the scenes and the props used in the production. This was 
Karloff's third film role.        
Silent  Shorts, (Continued): 
YIDDISHER BOY, THE  (1908) 1 AC - - 
(S. LUBIN  CO.)  (COLOR)   (Reduced from a 35mm tinted nitrate 
print) 
The story involves a young Jewish lad, Moses, who is saved from a 
beating from some street bullies by another youngster, Ed.  Moses 
then invites Ed to come home with him to share a Sabbath meal.  
Some years later, Ed, down on his luck, comes looking for a job. 
Moses recognizes his friend, remembers his good deed of many years 
ago (shown onscreen in a flashback) and offers him a job with his 
company.

(With MARY ASTOR) 
This was one of the earliest films of the beautiful young Mary Astor;

Although she appeared in shorts and feature films, Pearl White is 
best remembered for the serials she made for the Path‚ Company.  
She was an appealing heroine and performed most of her own stunts.  
Her greatest claim to fame, and the serial for which which she is best 
remembered, was THE PERILS OF PAULINE, one episode of which 
we are pleased to offer (below).  We also have several of her rare 
early Crystal Company films, and a reel of exciting excerpts from 
another of her serials, PLUNDER.

This is a dramatic contrast to most of Pearl White's Crystal films, 
which were mostly comedies. In this one she plays a young wife 
who, while her husband is at work, is almost unfaithful to him....with 
his boss!   This was one of the last films she  made for the Crystal 
Company before leaving for the Path‚ Company, THE PERILS OF 
PAULINE, ......and fame! 
PERILS OF PAULINE, THE (1914) 1 A A - 
This is Episode 4  of the serial, titled 'The Deadly Turning," in which 
she enters an auto race where her life is endangered by the plot of the 
dastardly villain! 
PLUNDER (1923) 2 B B - 
This reel consists of lengthy sequences from two episodes from the 
serial, PLUNDER:  "Game Clear Through," in which the villains 
leave her to sink into a bog of quicksand, and "A King's Ransom," 
the final sequence of the last episode, where she escapes an explosion 
in the basement of a skyscraper and discovers  a hidden treasure!

THE FILMS OF ALICE GUY BLACH�: 

Not only was Alice Guy the first woman director, but she was was 
certainly one of the earliest directors, male or female, inasmuch as 
she was making films for Gaumont in France in 1896. 
After she married Herbert Blach‚, they came to the United States and 
created the Solax Company, with studios in Ft. Lee, New Jersey. 
She produced and directed most of the prodigious output of their 
studio, both shorts and features, as long as the company remained in 
business. 
Unfortunately, only a handful of their shorts have survived, and we 
are very proud to be able to offer the Solax films listed below. All 
but one are delightful comedies, the other is a drama....in color!

Taken in by the ruse, Father gives his consent, but during the 
wedding the ruse is discovered..... too late for Daddy to do anything 
about it! 
A HOUSE DIVIDED (1913) 1 A A - 
A marital  squabble begins when hubby comes home with perfume 
on his jacket (a persistant salesman had sprayed it on him at the 
office) and wifey thinks he's stepping out on her. He in turn spots 
some gloves on the table,  (they had been left by the maid's 
boyfriend) and he thinks they had been left there by his wife's lover! 
After acrimonious accusations, they speak to each other only through 
third parties, and finally seek a divorce, but they are eventually 
reconciled when the truth is revealed! 
OFFICER HENDERSON (1913) 1 A - `- 
Henderson is a policeman who gets an assignment to dress as a 
woman to catch some pickpockets and mashers.  His wife, who has 
been on a vacation, returns and, finding the feminine garb in the 
closet, believes her husband has been two-timing her while she has 
been away.  
Weeping, she goes home to mother, but, determined to confront her 
husband, she goes to the station house where she finds hubby in the 
costume and the truth is revealed! 
MATRIMONY'S SPEED 
                                   LIMIT (1913) 1 A A - 
When a young stockbroker fails, pride makes him decide to break off 
his engagement.  His fiancee offers him her savings, but he refuses 
and leaves.  She sends him a telegram, supposedly from a law firm, 
advising him of an inheritance he will receive if he is married by 
noon of that day. She enlists the aid of a minister, and they chase 
madly after him, as he proposes to one woman after another. They 
find him at the stroke of noon, and the minister marries them.   She 
later confesses her subterfuge, he forgives her, and they embrace 
happily. 
GIRL IN THE ARMCHAIR (1913) 1 AC AC - 
This film was reduced in "color" from a tinted 35mm nitrate print. It 
appears to be the only dramatic film of the Alice Guy Blach‚ Solaxes 
still extant. 
The story involves a young man who gambles away more money 
than he can pay. When he is confronted at home by a loan shark, he 
steals some money from his father's safe to pay the debt. The whole 
situation is observed by a young woman hidden in an armchair. Since 
she loves him, she replaces the money with her own, but the young 
man confesses to his father, swears off gambling, and all ends 
happily. 
There is a very interesting double exposure effect in the film, when 
the man suffers nightmares about his troubles, and playing cards 
circle his bed in the dark.

(ROMAN POLANSKI, Poland)          A grim, wry parable of a 
master/ slave relationship, in which the slave, given a chance for 
freedom, voluntarily returns to his servitude.  (Polanski plays the 
slave.)      (Sound) 
 
FULTAH FISHER'S 
      BOARDING HOUSE (1921) 1 A+ A+ - 
(FRANK CAPRA, USA) 
Here's a really unique and rare find! It was made on a shoestring on 
the San Francisco waterfront, when Capra misrepresented himself to 
a producer as an experienced filmmaker. Despite this, the film was a 
remarkable achievment for a first effort, and had some excellent 
innovations going for it.  As an example, the lines of the poem itself 
(the film was based on Rudyard Kipling's "Ballad of Fultah Fisher's 
Boarding House") were used for the intertitles. 
 
KNIGHTS ON BIKES (1954) 1 AS - - 
(KEN RUSSELL, Britain) A knight, sitting on a rock and eating 
a sandwich (having trouble getting it through his visor) sees a pretty 
damsel being captured by a villain in a wheelchair pushed by two 
cowled figures with wolves' heads. The knight (played by Russell 
himself) climbs onto his trusty steed  (a broken-down old bike)  and 
gives chase.  Bumping over the rough terrain, he is dumped off the 
bike, and can't rise because of the weight of his armor.....and sees the 
girl being carried off to a fate worse than death! (Sound) 
 
 
PEEP SHOW (1956) 2 BS - - 
(KEN RUSSELL, Britain) Russell is said to have made this film 
on a budget topping $200! However, he made a virtue out of 
necessity by designing the picture in the style of a primitive silent 
film. A pianola score was added to give the flavor of nickelodeon 
days, and titles were chalked on fences, sidewalks and buildings. The 
film opens with graduation at the Bogus Beggars' Academy, with the 
Dean sending his graduates out to bilk the public. Discovering that an 
old man and his daughter who are doing a pantomime show are 
cutting into their take, they kidnap the father.  He eventually frees 
himself, and takes care of the gang by playing his clarinet like a Pied 
Piper, luring them down to the river and onto a leaky raft, on which 
they float away.  The father and daughter, reunited, dance off into the 
mist of a smoggy London.    (Sound) 
 
TWO-LEGGED MAMMALS (1960) 1 AS - - 
 (ROMAN POLANSKI, Poland)   A very strange film, in which two 
men are seen manipulating each other in order to be pulled on a sled 
in the snow.  When they finally get into a physical battle, the sled is 



stolen by another man.  They make up with each other, but are soon 
seen wrangling as to who should carry the other as they invent a 
series of ailments for justification. (Sound)                  
TWO MEN AND A WARDROBE 2 BS - - 
(ROMAN POLANSKI,  Poland, 1957) A semi-surrealistic fantasy 
involving two men who come staggering out of the sea carrying a 
huge, bulky wardrobe.  As they struggle with it, they undergo a series 
of silly misadventures all over a large city. Finally, completely 
frustrated, they carry it back into the sea and disappear into the surf!
 (Sound) 
 
WHAT'S A NICE GIRL 
                       LIKE YOU....... (1962) 1 AS - - 
(MARTIN SCORSESE, USA) The film was made while Scorsese 
was a student at N.Y.U., and is outrageous, hilarious and self-
indulgent.  It's the story of a young man who has a fixation with a 
picture on his wall, and how it affects his relationships with his girl 
and his friends.      (Sound) 
 
WOTON'S WAKE (1963) 4 DS - - 
(BRIAN DE PALMA, USA) Made while De Palma was still a 
student, the film is a super-spoof on horror films, with homage in the 
form of "references" to the films of Hitchcock, Bergman and dozens 
of classics, including PHANTOM OF THE OPERA and KING 
KONG.          (Sound)

He made the second trans-Atlantic flight a 
couple of weeks after Lindbergh (see below) and carrying a 
passenger! 
This film is a sort of autobiography, narrated by Chamberlin himself, 
detailing his adventures and mishaps in a long, colorful career.   He 
pays tribute to other aviators, including Glenn Martin, Richard E. 
Byrd, Charles Lindbergh and others. He also shows many unusual 
pioneer aircraft such as dirigibles, autogyros and gliders. 
The film was compiled from rare 35mm nitrate footage, including 
newsreels, home movies and other materials, outlining a rich, 
fascinating career. 
Chamberlin, unfortunately, is now largely forgotten except among 
knowledgeable aviation historians and buffs, but at the height of his 
fame, he received the same sort of ticker-tape parades and adulation 
accorded to Lindbergh and Byrd.

LET THERE BE LIGHT (1945) 5 ES - E 
(Dir. by JOHN HUSTON) This is a searing film on the subject 
of men suffering psychologically from combat shock.  It was 
instantly, and in panic, banned by the U.S. military authorities who 
had commissioned it because of the adverse effect it might have on 
military and civilian morale. 
Only comparatively recently was it rescued from behind the wall of 
censorship which had surrounded it since W.W. II and made 
available for public viewing.  However, it is a powerful and 

magnificent document on the benefits of decent loving mental health 
care for the victims. 
 
DIARY OF A SERGEANT (1945) 2 BS - - 
(With HAROLD RUSSELL) Russell was a W.W. II double 
amputee who appeared in the great film, SINCE YOU WENT 
AWAY. The film was made for the armed forces as an inspiration for 
wounded servicemen who were being trained in the use of 
prosthetics. Far from being morbid or self-pitying, the film was an 
inspiring one for those who had been forced into the position of 
having to learn how to handle simple tasks from the beginning, but 
who were eventually able to advance to more complicated ones. 
 
OUR ENEMY, 
                 THE JAPANESE (1942) 2 BS - - 
(Produced by the  Office of War Information for the U.S. Navy.) 
The film opens with an introduction by Secretary of the Navy 
Stimson. It was  an orientation film for Naval officer trainees to 
introduce them to the War Department's conception of what the 
Japanese were actually like.  They were depicted as single-minded, 
emperor-worshipping, propaganda-motivated mas-ses whose aim was 
to subjugate the world and exploit the natural resources of conquered 
nations.  They would put in long hours at war plants and home 
industries to further their war effort.  
Flashbacks are shown of the devastating 1923 earthquake, where 
U.S. aid was an important factor in  their recovery.   Scenes are 
shown of the Japanese air attacks on undefended Chinese cities to 
illustrate the ruthlessness of the attackers.

directed by famed director von Sternberg, was produced for the 
Office of War Information.

A socio-economic history of the area, with a great score composed 
by Virgil Thompson. 
POWER AND THE LAND (1940) 4 DS - C 
(Dir. by Joris Ivens, U.S.A., Narrated by Stephen Vincent Benet)           
A powerful film on the subject of the electrification of the Tennessee 
Valley by the T.V.A. 
RIEN QUE LES HEURES (1926) 4 D D - 
(Dir. by Alberto Cavalcanti, France) Similar in some respects to 
Ruttman's  BERLIN, this film treats of various aspects of the great 
city of Paris. 
SONG OF CEYLON, THE (1934) 4 DS - - 
(Dir. by Basil Wright; Prod. by John Grierson for the Ceylon Tea 
Propaganda Board.)  
While nominally a "commercial" for a tea company, the film is so 
beautifully done that it is a classic in its own right. It shows the 
people and places of Ceylon (now Sri Lanka) from a socio-economic 
viewpoint that causes the film to expand beyond the boundaries of 
commercialism and into the realm of art.

An unbelievable treasure of a find!   This film was made by the 
legendary film historian and critic Theodore Huff, who located the 
original sites of such pioneer studios as Rex, Nestor, Solax and others 
which constituted the original "Hollywood" in New Jersey.   The 
attraction of this locale was that, while it was close to New York 
City, it nevertheless offered a variety of locations for outdoor 
filming. Huff photographed the sites of these studios and commented 
on their glamorous history, their stars and directors, the films which 
had been produced there and contrasted them with the devastated 
ruins they had become by 1935. 
MARCH OF THE MOVIES (1946) 2 BS - - 
A survey of the history and progress of the motion picture from its 
infancy through the mid-40's, with emphasis on the work of the 
Museum of Modern Art in locating and preserving rare examples of 
our national film heritage. Clips are shown from such historically 
important films as THE GREAT TRAIN ROBBERY, D.W. Griffith 
films, Chaplin comedies, THE JAZZ SINGER, HENRY V, SHOE

UNIVERSAL STUDIO 
                          TOUR: 1914 (1914) 1 A A - 
One of the reasons why Carl Laemmle, the founder of Universal 
Studios, came to California in the first place was to evade the goons 
of the Patents Trust, who were sent to studios and shooting locations 
of independent producers to locate and destroy "illegal" cameras and 
to intimidate performers and film crews.    After the power of the 
Trust was broken  (due to the efforts of Laemmle and like-minded 
producers), he felt that the requirements of the burgeoning industry 
were great enough to warrant the expansion of Universal into the 
then-undeveloped San Fernando Valley, a suburb of Los Angeles and 
Hollywood. 
With land valued at next to nothing at the time, there was practically 
no bar to expansion, so he built a studio  that covered so much area 
that it was designated Studio City, a name which clings to the entire 
area to the present day. After the studio had been built and put into 
operation, this promotional film was made to show off the facility 
with its many departments, performers, directors and sets. 
Included in the film were the following:     Eddy Lyons and Lee 
Moran (a popular vaudeville comedy team of the time), actress 
Virginia Forde (one of Tom Mix's several wives), costuming, set 
construction, the property room, "transportation" (an elephant 
hauling a loaded trailer!), Otis Turner's company shooting an African  
scene, and lunch at the commissary. 
CITY OF STARS (1925) 2 B B - 
Produced by Universal a decade after the previous film, this short 
showed many of the changes which had taken place in the interim. 
The film was made in the form of a little "story" in which a purported 
"Eastern editor" was shown around the facility.  Among the many 
personalities seen in the film are: Norman Kerry, Jean Hersholt, 
William Desmond, Reg-inald Denny, Jack Hoxie, Laura LaPlante, 
Alice Joyce, Clive Brook, Cullen Landis, Patsy Ruth Miller, Mary 
Philbin, Hoot Gibson, May McAvoy, Louise Dresser and many 
others. 
Some of the stars and directors were shown shooting films on various

A fascinating visit to the giant studio in Culver City, where we see all 
the facets of its operation. 
 Directors, performers and technical people are seen at work and play 
and relaxing around the lot. We see sets being lit and all the details 
and personel that go into the smooth functioning of a gigantic movie-
making operation. Among the many personalities to be seen are 
directors King Vidor and Erich von Stroheim, performers William S. 
Hart, Marion Davies, and John Gilbert, plus rare footage of producers 
Louis B. Mayer and Irving Thalberg.

Max and Dave Fleischer made films for other studios for many years 
before they opened their own, where they produced many popular 
series of films over the years.  An excellent selection of 
representative films is offered herewith. 
^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^^ 
Their first popular creation, and certainly their most enduring one, 
was Koko the Clown. He first appeared around 1920, and was still 
around long into the sound era...often as a sidekick to Betty Boop.  
With Koko, the Fleischers introduced an innovation in cartooning, 
the process of Rotoscoping, a process which is still used today. Dave, 
who was the director of most of the Fleischer output, was the 
prototype for Koko, dressing up in a clown suit and going through 
the gyrations, which were filmed. The frames were blown up, traced, 
and inked in...and Koko was born! 
Max, who functioned primarily as the producer of the team, often 
appeared live and would interact with Koko and other cartoon 
characters....usually as the butt of Koko's pranks! 
Many of the Koko films appeared in a series they called "Out of the 
Inkwell" because Koko often literally came out of an inkpot at the 
start of the film, and disappeared back into it at the end!

She soon evolved into the 
form of a sexy, baby-voiced doll whose popularity lasted until screen 
censorship toned down the treatment of her films. In the past few 
years there has been a tremendous revival of popularity of the Betty 
Boop cartoons, as it has dawned on the public just how racy and 
campy they actually are....often with spaced out, surrealistic touches.

In 1928, control of 
the studio was purchased by Amadee J. Van Beuren, who broke with 
Terry in 1929, after a number of Terry-directed cartoons had been 
released by the Van Beuren company.   The separation came about 
because of Paul Terry's reluctance to enter the new field of sound. 
John Foster became the new animation director to replace Terry, and 
he supervised the work of Mannie Davis and Harry Bailey. The 
names of all three appeared in the credits in various combinations 
until 1933, when other animators and directors were added to the 
staff. The studio remained in operation until 1936.     ( All the

 While the Disney Studio had more or less monopolized the field of 
"class" in animation during the early sound era, a crew of young, 
brash innovators, some of them ex-Disney workers, took over the 
field of cartoon shorts under the aegis of the Warner Brothers and 
maintained their pre-eminence for the next two decades.  
While Disney's Mickey Mouse, Donald Duck and Goofy remained 
quite popular, nearly twenty new characters streamed from the 
drawing boards and imaginations of the Warner crew, of which many 
achieved lasting popularity....Bugs Bunny, Daffy Duck, Porky Pig, 
Elmer Fudd, Yosemite Sam, and the Roadrunner, to name only a few.   
Some of the animators/directors at Warners went on to unusual fame 
(for cartoonists), eventually reaching the point where their names on 
the credits were as important to the animation buffs as the characters.  
Giants such as Chuck Jones, Bob Clampett and Tex Avery and others 
did some of their best work at the studio. The earliest Warner 
cartoons were the Boskos created by Harman and Ising (see earlier 
section) which failed to make a dent in the popularity of the Disney 



characters, so Warners came up with Foxy, a sort of rip-off of 
Mickey, albeit with pointed ears and a bushy tail.  
A prototype of Porky Pig appeared in GOLD DIGGERS OF '49, and 
it marked a change of direction and pacing for Warner cartoons. 
From this point on, new major characters appeared regularly, and 
were "tuned" and refined over the years to become the still-popular 
stars that we know and love today.

EARLY SOUND: 
Prevailing belief holds that sound came to the motion picture with 
Warner Brothers' THE JAZZ SINGER  in  1927.    However, the fact 
of the matter is that attempts were made to wed sound to picture with 
the earliest experiments  made by Edison, who perceived picture as 
an adjunct to sound (the phonograph record) rather than the 
reverse...... an illustrated recording, as it were!  Attempts to unite 
sound and picture proceeded through the years in many countries, but 
with notable lack of success (at least commercially!) until  Dr. Lee 
De Forest made  amplification practical with his invention of the 
audion tube in 1906. This made possible radio and electrical 
recording with their eventual "grandchildren" high-fidelity sound and 
television.  While it is true that the Warner Brothers' Vitaphone 
process was the first commercially successful one, it depended upon 
a cumbersome synchronization of the film with a phonograph disc 
(See FINDING HIS VOICE  and THE VOICE FROM THE 
SCREEN, below), which led to many problems if the film had to be 
spliced or if the needle skipped a groove in the disc.   De Forest was 
producing, and showing, short little sound-on-film subjects as early 
as 1923, using a process he designated  as the Phonofilm  (See  
BARD AND PEARL, CASEY AT THE BAT,  COHEN ON THE 
TELEPHONE, below.) Even earlier, non-electric synchronization  
had been achieved in France (See LITTLE TICH AND HIS BIG 
BOOTS, 1904, below)  and in  the U.S.A. by the Edison Company, 
in a non-successful theatrical format. The films listed below are 
representative of some of these early attempts  at melding picture and 
sound.

This was an extremely significant film historically, produced by 
Westrex (Bell Telephone System) for showing at a meeting of the 
New York Electrical Society in October, 1926. This was the first 
public demonstration of the sound-on-disc (Vitaphone) recording 
system used in THE JAZZ SINGER the following year. The entire 
procedure of filming/recording and playback was carefully 
demonstrated and explained, and a "sample" musical short was made 
with entertainers playing instruments and singing "St. Louis Blues" 
and other songs. This is an important addition to any library on the 
history of motion pictures.
